REPORT OF 
BOARD OF HEALTH 

This has been a year marked with an exception- 

al epidemic of small pox. : 

December 18, 1902, small pox was discovered in 

three houses: William Migneault, Louis Houston 

and Henry Houston. 

The three houses were quarantined. At the 

end of the week all the patients were removed into 

William Migneault’s house, which was used for the 

balance of the epidemic as a hospital. 

On the first day of the discovery there were 

eight patients sick with this disease. 

The disease was imported from Mamelaaren by 

Eliza Houston. 

The discovery was made by W. B. Blake, of 

Manchester and Dr. T M. Togus, of Hooksett. 

The epidemic ran from December 18, 1902, to 

February 1, 1903, and in this time there were sixteen 

patients in the hospital, all of whom got well. 

The Board of Health, assisted by the Board of 

Selectmen, worked under the direction of the State 

Board of Health in stamping out the epidemic. 
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In the past year ten houses were tumigated for - 

small pox and one for diphtheria. 

The Board of Health and Selectmen inspected 

the Dundee Mills and recommended some sanitary 

changes and improvements, which were readily 

made. } 

Now, at the close of the year the town is in a 

healthy condition.
