ANNUAL POLICE mt faa N Maa REPORT 

This Department had another very active year in all fields of Police 
functions. The following is a breakdown of the services performed in all areas 
of the community. 

Fingerprints - 23. These prints were taken for Arrests and other activities that 
require prints, also prints were taken for employment and other reasons for 
Town residents. 

Services to Other Police Departments - 586. This service includes NCIC and 
License requests, Motor Vehicle listings, taking into custody wanted people by 
other Law enforcement agencies, relay of subjects or paper work between 
Departments and assisting any Police Agency in any way they so request. 

Services to Insurance Companies - 74. This service includes reports sent to the 
insurance companies when they request these for motor vehicle accidents, 
thefts and burglaries. 

Family Services - 98. This service includes assisting the mentally disturbed 
persons, despondent persons, family problems, domestic problems and 
juvenile situations within families. 

Courtesy Services - 750. This service consists of bank escorts. This is for 
business people of the town, traffic control for weddings, parades, church 
services, funeral services, special town functions, delivering messages, 
transporting people with disabled vehicles for assistance, aiding the elderly 
who may have fallen or any other problems they may need help with, checking 
VIN’s on vehicles to assist the Town Clerk with registrations, calling Mutual 
Aid to tone the Fire Department when a fire call comes to this Department. This 
year there were 36 fire calls to the Police and Mutual Aid was notified by radio 
or telephone. 

Security Checks - 14,472. This consists of checks made on business and 
public buildings in town throughout the year by the On-Duty Officer insuring 
their properties are secure. 

Private Home Security Checks - 477. This consists of a security check sheet for 
people who are away On vacation or hospitalized and request their property be 
checked while they are away to insure their properties are secure. 

Bank Alarms - 36. The department responds to these alarms at the three banks 
in our jurisdiction and these alarms are activated for various reasons and are 
installed in the Police Department. 

Other Alarms - 99. These alarms installed in our office, were answered when 
they were activated for various reasons at local businesses and buildings. 

Total Complaints - 997. This category includes any and all complaints that are 
phoned into the department or are presented in person, excluding dog 
complaints. The Department resolves these complaints and problems as soon 
as possible by the best means possible to serve the public to preserve the 
peace of the Town. 

Dog Complaints - 256. These complaints are called into the Police Department 
and referred to the Dog Officer. If he is unavailable, the Duty Officer resolves 
the problem. These calls consist of barking dogs, stray dogs, dogs being a 
nuisance in gardens and yards and any other complaints on dogs. 

Juvenile Cases 
Throughout the year there were 162 Juvenile cases handled by this 

Department. The cases were handled either through the Court system or by 
Diversion or by the Police Department with the best means to resolve the 
situations for all parties. 
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Medicai Assistance 
The Police Department dispatches the Charlestown Ambulance Service to 

all medical emergencies and transfers. This year there were 263 ambulances 
dispatched by the Department for various medical problems that occured. 

The Police Department assists the ambulance service whenever possible as 
the cruiser, being mobile, can often arrive at the scene of a medical call prior to 
the ambulance arrival and can also spot the trouble area with cruiser lights. 
The cruisers are equipped with a resuscitator and a first aid kit. 

Restitution 
This Department collected a total of $2, 448.22 for numerous residents and 

businesses in Town. These people or businesses had been issued insufficient 
fund checks and/or had damage to their property. 

Use of Private Vehicle Mileage 
During the year of 1985, the Police Department Officers used their private 

vehicles for a total of 792 miles. This mileage is due to back-up calls, extra 
holiday patrols and incidents that require more than one Police Officer at a 
time, and out of town court cases. 

The mileage for private vehicles was down considerably from previous years 
due to the fact we have a back-up cruiser to use for some of the incidents. 

This year there were a total of 887 summons, warnings, arrests and 
checkups issued in Charlestown for various incidents.

ANIMAL CONTROL REPORT 
1985 

The Animal Control Officer answered 344 dog calls through the year, 
including dog calls he receives at home along with the ones called into the 
Police Department. He is assisted by the Duty Officer when necessary. When 
stray dogs are picked up by the Animal Control Officer, he keeps the dogs at 
his home for a period of three days minimum, in an effort to locate the owners 
before they are transported to the Veterinarian Clinic in Claremont, N.H., 
where the animal is held for another seven days, in an effort to locate the owner 
of the animals. There were a total of 6 dogs taken to the clinic. There were 7 
dogs taken to the Humane Society for homes to be found. 

The Dog Officer issued 14 summons for Court appearances and they were 
cleared through the court system. He also issued 43 warnings for various dog 
complaints. 

Total mileage traveled by the Dog Officer for calls received for the year was 
2,597 miles.

The Charlestown Fire Department had a busy year. We had a variety of calls 
but are pleased that the major property loss was low overall. 

The department is continually improving its fire and emergency skills with 
training at various training programs within the department and at areas such 
as the Springfield, Vermont fire school and Meadow Wood. 

The Department is pleased and appreciative of the support we receive from 
the people of Charlestown.

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PLANNING BOARD REPORT 

There were fewer subdivisions but more site plan reviews during the year 
than in previous years. 

Continuing action through the courts and state to eliminate a junk yard on 
Route 12 has resulted in the State Highway Department refusing a junk yard 
application at the site. The court has also decided that a re-hearing on the 
Blueberry Hill mobile home park near the Town reservoirs is required. 

A great deal of discussion was held during the year on zoning issues as they 
relate to industrial and commercial expansion in residential zones. These 
concerns precipitated two petitions for zoning, one in North Charlestown and 
one in the Town Center. Subsequently, after several hearings and a request 
from the Charlestown Economic Development Association (CEDA), the 
Planning Board has placed an article on the 1986 Warrant to prepare a 

comprehensive zoning plan. 

The Planning Board, in cooperation with CEDA, initiated a Town Center 
Committee which met regularly during the year. Identification of historic sites 
and buildings was accomplished with the help of the Upper Valley-Lake 
Sunapee Council. In addition a comprehensive survey was accomplished, 
polling 25% of the property owners in Charlestown. 

The results follow: 

The survey, sponsored by the Charlestown Economic Development 
Association and the Town Center Committee was conducted during the 
month of November. In order to obtain a statistically valid sample of public 
opinion, 450 survey questionnaires were mailed to a random (every fourth) 
selection from among the 1800 property owners in the town. 

Responses were 118 - a return rate of 26.2%. A high return is considered to 
be 12%. Among the respondents, 27% live in the Town Center, 14% live in 
North Charlestown, 4% live in South Charlestown, and 55% live elsewhere in 
town. 

An analysis of results shows that: 

90/% are in favor of preserving and protecting historic buildings; 
84% are in favor of architecture compatible with the colonial style of 

the village; 
82% desire to have sidewalks repaired and extended; 
68% want guidelines to improve the appearance of signs; 
60% want more parking areas off Main Street; 

60% oppose truck parking on either side of Main Street; 
58% favor stores in separate locations as they are now; 
56% oppose a mini-mall in the town center; 
59% oppose a shopping center outside the town center; 

22% find shopping in Charlestown adequate for their needs; 
26% shop elsewhere more than half the time; 
47% almost always shop in another town 
46% find variety the reason for shopping elsewhere; 
40% find price the reason for shopping elsewhere. 
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Additional stores or services desired by respondents are:

Supermarket 25% Hardware, Bldg Supply 6% 

Discount Drugs 15% Book Store 6% 
Variety Store 14% Delicatessen, Butcher 4% 
Shoe Store 13% Craft Supplies 4% 
Sewing, yarn shop 11% Dressmaking, Tailor 3% 
Restaurant 8% Bakery 3% 
Department store 8% Dry Cleaners 3% 
Movie Theater 8% Plus 31 other single suggestions 
Auto Parts store 7% 

The following conclusions can be drawn from the Town Center Survey: 

1. Historic preservation and compatible architecture are the most strongly 
supported preferences. 

2. The current trend of store locations is preferred. 

3. Stone architecture should be regulated. 

4. Signs should be regulated. 

5. Better sidewalks are needed. 

6. Parking is no big problem now except for trucks. 

7. There is not enough variety of stores and services in the town. 

8. Stores and services are higher priced here than elsewhere. 

9. If more stores are to be built, the order would seem to be: 

clothing, 
supermarket, 

discount drugs, 
variety store, 
shoe store, 
sewing and yarn shop, 
etc. 

10. Other than banking and insurance, there is more need for professional 

services in town. 

11. In general, there are opportunities and demand for more stors and services 
compatible with the historic colonial atmosphere of the town. 

Citizen participation in these debates has been very helpful this year. 
Everyone has a stake in saying how the town is to be developed. We encourage 
all citizens to help us to make these decisions and particularly invite you to 
attend the hearings on the zoning proposals. 

The Board also wishes to thank our secretary Marilyn Bemis for her 
excellent work in preparing Our very comprehensive minutes. 
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CONSERVATION COMMISSION REPORT 

One of the Conservation Commissions’ major accomplishments of 1985 was 
the purchase of 50 acres of land in the Hall Pond area. This acquisition will help 
to protect the watershed which feeds our town water supply. The town now 
Owns approximately 190 acres around Hall Pond. The purchase was made with 
money voted at the Town Meeting to be put ina Conservation Fund. Each year 
the Conservation Commission has an article requesting asum be added to this 
fund to make land purchases beneficial to the town. 

The rebuilding of the foot bridge over Clay Brook on our Nature Trail is 
nearly complete. This bridge is for hikers only. We have found that all terrain 
vehicles and trail bikes cause severe erosion problems. 

A continuing responsibility for the commission is to review all situations 
where either a dredging or filling is proposed. A permit from the state Wetlands 
Board is required for all such activities. We encourage any contractors 
involved in this type of work to restore the work area as nearly as possible to its 
natural appearance. A few swimming and fishing holes have been altered 
which has resulted in aloss to those who previously enjoyed these areas and to 
future generations. We spend money to develop new recreation areas. It would 
seem appropriate to preserve the natural areas we have been freely given. 

Protection of ground water is a primary concern. We are devleoping a list of 
locations of all underground fuel storage tanks in town. The state is setting up 
a monitoring system for large tanks but underground tanks of all sizes pose a 
potential hazard. Any indication of a leaking tank should be reported to town 
officials. 

The attempt by a wood burning co-generation plant to locate in the north 
end of town made us aware of the type of problem such a plant might create. 
We requested that high standards for an environmentally safe operation be 
required before any such plant be allowed to locate in Charlestown. 

At the 1985 town meeting Charlestown strongly reaffirmed the commitment 
to the five designated scenic roads; Lamb, Meany, Sam Putnam, Burrough, 
and Old Stage Roads. The Conservation Commission supports the value of 
such roads and recognizes the need to maintain these roads properly, using 
such equipment as is appropriate to prevent destruction of trees and stone 
walls. 

Each year we ask various town groups to help clean up our roadsides on 
Green-up Day. Our sincere thanks go to the Scouts, 4-H, Garden Club, 
Grange, Women’s Club and Rotary. As always, the number of bottles and cans 
collected shows the need for recycling. 

Junk yard violations are a continuing concern. The Selectmen have been 
petitioned to enforce the laws and are notifying violators to remove 
unregistered vehicles. 

An inventory and management plan for town lands is a current project. This 
includes locating boundaries and assessing proper use of the lands and 
forests for the long term benefit to the town. 

And, finally, two American Chestnut trees were planted in honor of our 250th 
celebration, one at Fort #4 and one at Patch Park in hopes that once again 
these trees will become a part of our New England landscape. 
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RECREATION COMMITTEE REPORT 

The Recreation Commission has been very busy in 1985. We have just 
completed our 3rd Annual Winter Carnival and the participation and fun was 
better than ever. The events included in this year’s carnival were broom 
hockey, sliding, sleigh rides, snowmobile rides, volleyball matches, the 
carnival queen contest, the snow sculpture contest, a chili supper and the 
Snow Ball Dance. 

The Recreation Commission also had several events for Old Home Day. 
The Charlestown vs Fall Mt. alumni basketball game, the softball tournament, 
and the concert at Patch Park were all events sponsored by the Recreation 
Commission. 

Special thanks goes to Mike White for putting together a fine organization 
for a soccer program. In its second season there were 160 kids involved on 9 
teams. Kids from 7-11 participated. Games were played at Patch Park and at 
the field in North Charlestown. 

The swimming pool was again the busy place in Charlestown ane the 
summer months. The Town Pool averaged 90 swimmers per day. The pool isin 
nice shape and should continue to be the place to goon a hot summer day. The 
pool had an income of $3765. 

The baseball program, which is only partially funded by the town, consists of 
four different levels. These levels are for kids age 5 to age 18. Anyone in 
Charlestown can play baseball. 

The probiem that will be surfacing within the Recreation Dept. is that of a 
viable maintenance plan. Maintenance at Patch Park is now done entirely by 
volunteers. This is a lot of work to be done completely by volunteer help. 

1986 looks to be another busy year for the Recreation Dept. The Patch Park 
Bandshell should be built. The same schedule of events are planned for the 
upcoming year.

HOME HEALTH CARE AND COMMUNITY SERVICES 

Enclosed you will find Home Health Care and Community Services’ 
(HHCCS) Annual Report to your community. The information provided 
includes both statistical and financial data related to the services performed 
on behalf of the residents of Charlestown this past year. 

This year HHCCS is offering the opportunity to each of the towns that it 
serves, to pay for our services on a fee for service, plus membership fee basis. 
Towns choosing this method of payment will be asked to allocate $1.00 per 
capita for the first 2,500 residents and 50¢ per capita for each additional 
resident as a membership fee which will provide for the availability of a nurse, 
blood pressure and child health clinics and telephone consultation. In-home 
services such as nursing, physical therapy or home health aide services not 
covered by Medicare, insurance or grant funds, will be billed tothe towns ona 
monthly basis at our regular rates. Towns choosing not to participate on this 
basis may continue to allocate funds as in the past. 

On page two of the attached report you will find a recommended funding 
level for your community for 1986. This recommendation applies to both the 
fee for service or the appropriation method of reimbursing our agency for 
services. In either instance, this figure is based solely on last year’s activities 
and HHCCS cannot guarantee that the recommended funding level will cover 
the costs of services to be provided. 

On behalf of your community, HHCCS makes every effort to secure outside 
funding for services provided. Our Annual Report to you demonstrates that 
effort. We will continue to seek additional support so that the burden on the 
town tax dollar is reduced. We will not, however, be able any longer to provide 
services if outside funding is not available or if town funding is exhausted. 

The changes in approach to town funding this year are the result of 
considerable thought and analysis. We feei that this change is to your benefit 
and to the benefit of your residents.

Year-End Report 

The Upper Valley - Lake Sunapee Council is a public, nonprofit voluntary 
association of towns and cities in the Upper Valley and Lake Sunapee areas. 
Our thirty-one (31) communities are in two states and five counties. 

The Council consists of a Board of Directors and a professional staff. Each 
town or city annually appropriates funds for the Council’s operation and sends 
two representatives to participate on the Board of Directors. The Board elects 
officers, adopts the annual work program and budget, and develops policies 
and positions on issues that are important to UV-LSC communities. 

The Upper Valley-Lake Sunapee Council is the official organization that 
brings towns and cities within our region together. By bonding together and 
pooling their resources, local governments have a highly trained, professional 
staff available to them for a wide variety of services. Areas of expertise include 
land use planning, master planning, economic and community development, 
water quality management, transportation, landscape architecture, housing, 
capital budgeting, historic preservation, downtown revitalization, solid waste 
planning, recreation and fiscal and environmental impact analysis. The 
Council also serves as a collective voice for these towns and cities in dealings 
with state and federal governments, thereby protecting and furthering the 
needs and interests of our communities. 

Council Staff members include Robert Varney, Executive Director; Vicki 
Smith, Senior Planner; Lisa Mausolf, Historic Preservation Specialist; Gregg 
Lantos, Transportation Planner; Tad Redway, Landscape Architect and 
Planner; Melinda Artman, Community Development Coordinator; John 
Olmstead, Housing Rehabilitation Specialist; Susan Elder, Economic 
Development Specialist; Jim Klinger, Draftsman; and Andrea Adams, Joan 
Austin, and Lori Brown, Secretaries. These staff members offer a wide range of 
expertise available to our communities. 

The Council has been busy working on a variety of regional programs 
during the past year. The following is a brief summary of some of our regional 
activities: 

“provided administrative and planning services to the Upper Valley Solid 
Waste District, a bistate district with 15 member communities; 

*developed regional septage management plans which will become 
components of the solid waste plans for the Sullivan County, Upper 
Valley and Pemi-Baker Solid Waste Districts; 

*provided continuing assistance to the regional transit operators, and 
worked closely with the State Highway Department to develop a 
comprehensive highway planning program; 

*continued the regional historic preservation program, including 
historic surveys, national register nominations and historic preservation 
plans; 

“continued the Sullivan County Economic Development Program to 
retain and expand employment opportunities in Sullivan County; 

*continued work on the Lake Sunapee Management Plan; 

*co-sponsored another successful Household Hazardous Waste 
Collection Day, groundwater protection seminar and Municipal Law 
Lecture Series; 
*provided economic, population, housing and other data to 
communities, organizations, banks, real estate firms and consultants for 
use in fiscal studies, market analyses and grant applications. 
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As requested by communities, the Council prepared applications for state 
and federal funds, evaluated development proposals, prepared amendments 
to local zoning, subdivision, site plan review and other local regulations and 
provided mapping, drafting and other planning assistance. 

The UV-LSC has also provided a number of specific services to the Town of 
Charlestown, specifically: 

“Ongoing assistance in the implementation of the water system 
improvements and responsibility for administering the complex Federal 
regulations required under the Town’s $228,000 Community 
Development Block Grant; 

“Providing technical and organizational assistance to the newly formed 
Town Center Committee; 

*“Conducting an historic resources survey and preparing anomination of 
the Charlestown Town Center to the National Register of Historic 
Places; 

“Development of two design concepts and site layouts for the F-2 
Industrial District that will help attract new industry to Charlestown; 

“Conducting an analysis of existing zoning in Town and providing 
recommendations for future changes in the ordinance; 

In addition, Sue Elder, the Council’s Economic Development Agent for 
Sullivan County, has continued to provide valuable services by meeting 
monthly with the Charlestown Economic Development Association, providing 
technical assistance to existing industries in Town as well as negotiating with 
prospective new industries interested in Charlestown, and continuing to 
implement the Charlestown Industrial Development Strategy developed by 
the Council last year. Since all of the preliminary inventory and organizational 
work associated with the startup of the Sullivan County Economic 
Development Program has been accomplished ahead of schedule in this year, 
we look forward to aggressively marketing Charlestown to the industrial 
sector in 1986. 

The Council's staff of professionals stands ready to assist your community 
in addressing the planning and growth management issues which you will face 
during the coming year. We also encourage you to become more familiar and 
involved with the Council, since we are essentially an arm of local government 
addressing your needs.
