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General Remarks, 

Though the unusually small appropriation for the support of 

schools the past year has been a hindrance in securing the best 

results, yet there is good reason for feeling encouraged as to 

the prospect of the betterment and adequacy of our schools in 

the future. The constantly growing interest shown in all things 

pertaining to education in all parts of the town, is a guaranty 

for such betterment and adequacy. 

At the first meeting of the school board last year, it was de- 

cided to try a return to the old-fashioned way of haying the 

pupils themselves do the janitor work of the various school- 

houses and saving the expense of hiring janitors. By this 

means, twenty-four weeks of school could be secured instead of 

twenty, which was all we could have, if janitors’ wages were to 

be deducted from the school fund. On the whole the plan has 

worked well, the pupils showing a prompt willingness to do the 

work when it was explained to them that thereby they could be 

sure of four more weeks of school. 

The wages of teachers were also reduced in several of the 

schools, good care being taken that it was not to the schools’ 

detriment, but forthe purpose of ekeing out the fund. Strict 

economy has been the rule, but the result was not unmixed 

with vexation, teachers’ claiming in some instances that they 

had expected to teach for ten weeks only in the second term, 

and must be released to fill situations elsewhere. ‘The virture 

of savingness must often be its own reward. 

Tn the main, we have had excellent schools. But it is a dis- 

tinct disadvantage not to be able to say to a teacher at 

the time of engaging him (orher,) ‘‘We are to have three 

terms of ten weeks (or thereabouts) each, and you are secur- 

ing a position for a year.” Otherwise we lose the best teach- 

ers, who are sure not to wish to engage ina place that offerg 



employment for less than a three-term year and then leaves 

them without work, to seek unlikely situations elsewhere. 

It will be seen by the statistical report that from the 522 pu- 

pils enrolled, only 26 have not been absent a single day. This 

poor attendance is a serious matter, and though caused in sev- 

eral districts, in part, by a prevailing epidemic, it is neverthe- 

less certain that the influence needful to secure faithful atten- 

dance at school, is sadly lacking in many homes. 

It costs $146.00, per week to carry onthe schools of Con- 

' way, and there are eighteen schools ; therefore it is earnestly rec- 

ommended that the school district appropriate $2200 for the 

support of schools next year, making sure of three terms of ten 

weeks each. Atany rate what is needed is not variable and 

uncertain appropriations ($2800 one year, prehaps, and $1500 

the next,) but a certain deffinite and fixed, or approximately 

fixed, sum each year, that school work may go on in regular 

progression. 

There are no brighter children in Carroll County, or the 

State of New Hampshire than the boys and girls of Conway, 

and let us not deprive them of their birthright as American cit- 

izens—opportunity to acquire a thorough common-school educa- 

tion. Itshould be said that in recommending that $2200 be 

raised, the interest on the Mary Banfield Fund, the (estimated) 

Literary Fund for 1899, and (estimated) dog tax and license 

for 1899, have been added to the $1810 that the law requires to 

be raised this year. 

Now as to the money for repairs: last year the Kearsarge 

school-house demanded the largest outlay, $144 having been 

expended to put it in its present fine condition. This year the 

most important need is a wood-ceiling for the primary room of 

the Conway school-house, the present one of plaster, badly 

broken and constantly falling, rendering the children liable to 

injury. The cost of the wood sheathing would be about $50. 

The Thoms-school-house ought to be new-shingled, which 

would cost $20, and for putting in good order the dozen and 

more school buildings besides, certainly $130 would be 



necessary. So an appropriation for $200 for school-house re- 

pairs, is recommended. 

The school at Echo Lake that was discontinued the year be- 
fore last and the pupils carried to the North Conway school 

under the ‘‘transportation” plan, was reopened last year, this 

seeming wisest under all circumstances. It is earnestly hoped, 

_ however, that before long, the larger pupils of this school will 

attend the No. 8 grammar school, leaving No. 7 to the little 

ones. 
The school in the Thoms district, or No. 2, that has been 

closed for a number of years, was also reopened the past year, 

the number of small children seeming to make it necessary. 
The Stark district school has been closed, the one pupil to 

which it had dwindled, now attending the village school at 

Conway. 
There are many pleasant things in the town’s educational 

and school record for last year. The American Institute of 

Instruction held its 68th annual meeting at North Conway early 

in July, and the large and constant attendance of our own 

town teachers at the meeting, which were of course of a high 

order and great educational value, was marked and gratifying. 

Prehaps no less gratifying as to results, though events of les- 
ser proportion, have been the Town Teachers’ Meeting and the 

celebration of Lafayette Day at Conway Center, of Arbor Day 

at Conway and Decoration Day at North Conway. The patri- 

otic or public-spirited occasions reflected great credit upon pu- 

pils and teachers, from the thorough study and training shown 

in the rendering of the programs. ‘The teachers’ meeting, at 

which several admirable papers were read and thoughtful dis- 

cussions carried on, gave evidence of the efficiency and earnest- 

ness of our teachers. We ought to have several town teachers’ 

institutes each year. 

We are indebted to Mrs. Helen Bigelow Merriman, for gen- 

erous provision of two terms of high school at North Conway, 

and to the Woman’s Educational League, an association re- 

cently formed there, for providing the furniture of the room in 



which the school is held. Twenty-two students are in atten- 

dance, two of them from Conway Center. 

It is to Mrs. Merriman’s generosity too, that we owe the 

cheerful tinting of the walis in the rooms and halls of the 

North Conway school-house. To Mrs. Horace Bumstead of 

Atlanta, Ga., (whose summer home is at Intervale) we owe 

thanks for the copy of a picture by Raphael, and to Miss 

Sarah J. Eddy of Providence, (by Mr. and Mrs. T. E. M. 

White,) for a beautiful animal piece presented to the Echo 

- Lake school. 

The New Hampshire Audnbon Society has effered four 

prizes to the children of New Hampshire, boys and girls, either 

in public or private schools, ‘‘To be divided in the following 

manner: two prizes, one of ten and one of five dollars to chil- 

dren over twelve and under seventeen years of age; and two 

more, one of flve and one of three dollars to children under 

twelve years of age. These prizes are for the best composi- 

tions on ‘Birds,’ the papers to be written from personal obser- 

vation, and the contest to close the first of January, 1900.” 

It is hoped that Conway school children may enter the ranks 

of competitors for these prizes. And in this connection it may 

be mentioned that for the closing day exercises of last year’s 

spring term at the West Side school, the pupils made a special- 

ty of precisely what is called for by the Audubon Society, 

‘Composition on Birds ” They were based too, on what the 

writers had noticed and discovered for themselves, and were 

interesting and promising compositions. 

Some confusion exists as to where the responsibility rests, 

of paying certain bills contracted in regular school business 

—whether such shonld be paid by the school board, or by the 

selectmen of the town. ‘Therefore an article has been placed 
in the warrant for this year’s town-meeting, petitioning the 

gown to grant to tbe school board, or to empower its selectmen 

(if such right be vested in the selectmen) to cede to the school 

board the right to pay (by town orders) not only all bills con- 

tracted for school supplies, but also all others inenrred in the 



transaction of business pertaining to the school district; also 

to delegate to the school board the duty of attending to the 
insurance of such school buildings as it is needful to keep in- 

sured, to attend to water rates, etc. 

Should this be carried, it would be well if a sum were ap- 
propriated for the purchase of school books. Almost no books 

were bought last year, and this year there must certainly be 
some supplied. 

A law-suit for $500 is pending against the school district, at 

the April term of court, brought by Mr. George A. Heath of 

Conway, for alleged damages to trees and lot of land, from 

overflow of the water-pipe of the Conway school-house, (the 

school-house lot adjoins Mr. Heath’s land,) the alleged injury 

occurring under the administration of a former school board. 

The Rev. Wm. B. Allis, who at the last school meeting was 

elected a member of the school board, to serve fora term of 

three years, on removing to Brooklyn to become assistant pas- 

tor of Plymouth Church, resigned his position on the 31st day 

of October, and the same day Mr. H. B. Fifield was appointed 
to serve during that current year. Two members are to be 

elected for the school board of this year, one for a term of 

three years, and one for a term of two years.
