REPORT OF 

BOARD OF EDUCATION 

The Board was organized for the past year by the 

choice of Samuel Head as chairman and Albert W. Cole 

as secretary. 

Schools have been maintained 338 weeks during the 

year, by regular sessions as far as possible, with the ex- 

ception of a few unavoidable breaks caused by sickness 

and inability to secure a teacher to fill the place of one 

previously engaged, thus requiring a temporary sub- 

stitute. 

During the year the Board held its regular meet- 

ings on the evening of the last Thursday of each month 

at the passenger station office, where all the important 

business was transacted. Throughout the year seven 

special and ten regular meetings were held, the Secre- 

tary having kept a concise record of the business done, 

votes passed and bills ordered to be paid, which will 

stand for future reference. 

Often members of the Board have their attention 

called to mutters concerning the welfare of a pupil. 

Trivial complaints made by some parents of the slow 

progress their child is making under the instruction of 

certain teachers in some of the schools in the district. 

Also a number of complaints were made of the lack of 

heat in some school rooms to sufficiently make comfort- 

able the child during regular sessions and at the noon 
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hour. The Board, at their regular meetings, talk these 

matters over, take pains to investigate and often find 

the charges not well substantiated. Of course, criti- 

cisms are constantly coming up, and if those parents 

who seem to feel dissatisfied with the manner and 

methods of conducting the schools and the government 

of their children, would occasionally visit the school and 

consult the teacher with confidence, they would readily 

obviate the idea that she is not conscientiously doing 

her work. Much allowance should be made of the at- 

tainments of the pupil. Some are less brilliant than 

others, and it would be unjust to say that the teacher 

was all to blame for their advancement. Another 

subject to consider is, that in some of our schools there 

are from four to eight grades, imposing work of an ar- 

duous nature on the teacher to devote the proper time 

to each pupil and perhaps the result of her work is less » 

successful. A teacher with the ability and practically 

able to conduct such a school, could easily command a 

sallary of $500 inacity. In the opinion of the Board 

the staff of teachers having charge of our schools dur- 

ing the past year rank as favorably as those in other 

towns with like conditions. Teachers with superior 

qualifications can readily secure positions in towns 

where higher salaries are paid. 

The grammar school, under the practical and effi- 

cient charge of Mrs. A. M. Olmstead during the past 

two years, is properly graded. Many scholars having 

graduated during that time successfully entered the 

Manchester High School. 

It is to be regretted that the location of the gram- 

mar school building is not more central, so that scholars 

residing in the remote ditricts could receive the training 
this school affords. 
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The time is speedily coming when our larger schools 

must be graded, that the limited number of pupils in 

our smaller schools can receive the benefits of the course 

of study in the higher grades with competent teachers. 

It is a matter of fact, that the school population in 

districts Nos. 1, 3, 7and 8 is very small and that by con- 

solidation, or transportation to graded schools, better 

results could be attained and a financial saving effected. 

This winter term the School Board deemed it ad- 

visable to close No. 3 and No. 7 schools. The former 

because of lack of pupils, there being but three eligible 

to attend ; there was also difficulty to procure a board- 

Ing place, at a reasonable distance, for the teacher. 

The latter because of our inability to secure a good 

teacher. The pupils were transported to the village 

schools at a minimum cost. 

In school No. 5, Miss Hoyt, teacher, no boarding 

place could be secured. During the fall and winter 

terms, in order to continue the school, an extra expense 

was incurred for transportation back and forth from 

Manchester. 

Quite extensive repairs have been made on the vil- 

lage school building by painting and frescoing the in- 

side of both rooms at a cost of $80.96, a work very much 

needed. Theschool house in district No. 5 was also 

both painted and whitewashed in the inside. Moderate 

repairs were made on the other school houses at a 

small outlay. The school buildings in the district are 

in a fair condition, with the.exception of No. 7, which 

should be painted on the outside and the underpinning 

pointed up and reset. 

In accordance with the vote passed at the meeting 

of the school district on March 16, 1907, when it was 

voted, ‘“That the wood purchased by the School Board 



42 

shall be good merchantable wood, bought of the lowest 

bidder, surveyed by a sworn surveyor and the amount 

used for each school be shall printed in the report,’’ the 

Board issued notices for proposals to receive bids, hav- 

ing them posted in conspicuous places, without any suc- 

cess, no person sending in any bid. Last fall the Board 

purchased from Natt Clark 21 1-2 cords of wood located 

on the Gault brick yard, at a cost of $53.75. This wood 

is to be delivered to Nos. 1, 2, 6 and 7 schools, which 

should be sufficient to supply them another year. 

The schools of the district during the year had the 

following persons as teachers, Sickness made a bad 

break in the grammar school, but fortunately good sub- 

stitutes were secured and the school work was carried 

along very satisfactorily. 

No. 1. Leona Worthley taught 3 weeks spring 

term. Anna E. Stevens taught the balance of the term 

and the entire fall term. Miss Hazel M. Crooker taught’ 

the winter term. 3 

No. 2 was under the charge of Miss Minnie L. Web- 

ster of Auburn during the spring and fall terms, and 

Mrs. Mabel S. Cate during the winter term, 

No. 3. Marion R. Titus taught two terms, spring 

and fall. During the winter term the school was closed 

and the pupils conveyed to No. 2 school. 

No. 4 school was in the hands of Miss Nellie A. 

Bunton of Manchester during the entire school year. 

No. 5. Mrs Lillian M. Reed of Manchester taught 

the spring term, and Miss Ethel B. Hoyt of Manchester 

the fall and winter terms. 

No. 6. Miss Jennie B. Abbott taught the primary 

school during the entire year. The grammar school 

was in charge of Mrs. A. M. Olmsted during the entire 

year, with the exception of a number of weeks in the 
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winter term on account of sickness, when Mrs. Nellie 

McGrath of Loudon and J. M Olmsted acted as substi- 

tutes. 

No. 7 school was taught by Mrs. Mary Togus dur- 

ing the whole year. 

No. 8 was taught by Miss S. Gertrude Gillis of 

Greenbush, Mass., during the spring term, Miss Bertha 

K. Cox of Londonderry during the fall term, and Anna 

EK. Stevens one week of the winter term, being un- 

able to procure a teacher for the balance of the term, the 

school was closed and the scholars transported to the 

village schools. 

_. Musie instruction by Mrs. Ethel G. Brown of Short 
Falls was given in all of our schools each week during 

the entire year. Mrs. Brown is qualified for her work 

and the results of her instruction in the district speaks 

for itself. Music culture is one of the important 

branches in the process of finishing an education and a 

great many towns are adopting it. 

The insurance policies on all the school buildings in 

the town expire this year and it will be necessary to 

have them renewed. The approximate cost will be 

about $85.00. 

It is gratifying to the Board to note the interest 

taken by most of the schools in the observance of Mem- 

orial Day by having prepared exercises during some 

session ef the week that includes that sacred day. - 

A very commendable act, which deserves the thanks 

of the pupils of No. 6 school, is the presentation of an 

elegant flag by William H. Otterson, a soldier of the 

Civil War, which takes the place of one somewhat worn 

by age. 

There are a few school houses in the district with- 

out flag poles and it will be necessary to establish them 
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this season, in order to live up to the requirements of 

thelaw. The School Board is authorized and directed to 

purchase flags, flag-staffs and appliances and the select- 

men must pay the bill, provided, the cost is not more 

than ten dollars for any one school house. 

We note also that the schools observe Arbor Day by 

exercises of many kinds and that the thoughtful address 

of Presdent Roosevelt to the school children of the 

United States was read, containing many valuable sug- 

gestions. 

A conference of the School Boards of Merrimack 

County, under the direction of the State Department 

of Public Instruction, was held in the Senate Chamber, 

Coneord, November 26, 1907. This is a new inovation. 

An interesting program was carried out both morning 

and afternnoon, the members of the Board having the 

pleasure of attending some parts of the exercises. 

The program of the second annual graduating ex- 

ercises of the grammar school of pupils having com- 

pleted the course of studies is appended. The event 

was one of great interest to the community and the ex- 

ercises were very creditable to the scholars and teacher. 

It is the belief of the Board that the schools can be 

maintained for the coming year upon as high a scale 

of efficiency as during the past year. 

We note with great satisfaction the increasing in-- 

terest of the citizens in the schools which, by the rec- 

ords of the school registers, show a larger number of 

visitors than last year. The Board have averaged three 

visits to each school during every term in the past 

year. 

During the past year three employment certificates 

have been issued to children reaching the age of four- 

teen years. 
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A very noticeable fact exists in the composition of 

the pupils of Nos. 4,5 and 7schools. In No. 5 school 

the pupils are all Catholics ; in No. 4, more than 70 per 

cent are of that religious faith, and in No. 7 largely of 

that denomination.: The School Board bespeaks many 

words of praise for the rapid progress they make in the 

course of studies they pursue. St. Joseph’s School, in 

the village, reports February, 1908, 78 pupils, 40 boys 

and 38 girls, all being eligible to attend the public 

schools. If the Catholic children should be taken from 

the schools mentioned above, it would be almost neces- 

sary to cloge them. 

The enumeration of the children of the town was 

made by James B. Ordway in the month of September, 

under our direction, as required by law. In accordance 

with the statutes, the chairman of the Board reported 

to H. C. Morrison, Superintendent of Public Instruction, 

as follows: 

Whole number of children between the ages of 5 

and 16 years, 328. Boys, 160. Girls, 168. Number of 

these born in New Hampshire, 268. Number born else- 

where in the United States, 40. Number born in for- 

eign countries, 15.
