The question has been raised relative to the possibility 
of offering reduced prices for the noon lunch meal for 
families with several children. This is a practice that is 
acceptable to the large programs but would present a grave 
problem to the smaller program. As you know we operate 
the smallest program in the state, and therefore meke the 
largest district contribution per pupil in the state. We also 
charge 25 cents per meal as compared with 30 cents in most 
communities. We are, therefore, in effect already provid- 
ing a reduced cost to all the pupils who participate. Only 
through the continued efforts and personal contributions 
of self has the program been able to survive, and to curtail 
its income further would eventually require its discon- 
tinuance. 

I wish to express my appreciation to the School Board, 
teachers, pupils, and citizens for their cooperation during 
the school year.
