SCHOOL REPORT. 

Miss Martha J. Boyd declining the office to which she was 

elected, we, the other members of the Board, decided not to fill the 

vacancy, but to make a division of the work, Mr. Nevins having 

_. charge of schools No’s.1, 2, 3, 4 and 5, and Mr. Gilcreast No’s 6. 

7, 8 and 9g. 

It is with a feeling of satisfaction and pleasure that we can report 

the good progress made in our schools during the year now ending. 

‘The school rooms have been carefully cleaned and some repairs 

made. Most of the school rooms are in good condition. No’s 

2 and 8 need to be thoroughly repaired, and it would be economy 

that some repairs should be made in No’s 6 and g. During the 

year we have employed ten different teachers, who have labored 

faithfully, and the praise that is their due should be cordially given. 

In eight schools the same teacher was retained throughout the 

year, which we believe to be of great advantage to the schools. 

There has been an increased attendance in several of the schools 

during the past year, but we are sorry to see in the registers so 

many instances of tardiness, which, with a little effort on the part 

of parents and scholars, could be avoided. A glance at the statis- 

tical table at the close of this report, will show that some of our 

schools suffer more or less from this evil. 

During the year the readers have been changed. Lippincott’s 

series of Readers have been introduced, taking the place of the 

Franklin Readers. ‘The committee, after careful consideration, 

selected the Lippincott’s series and their readers have been used 

during the year with good results. We are glad to see so much 

pains taken with writing. In some schools even the younger schol- 
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ars are taught.a correct habit of holding the pen and a careful for- 
mation of the letters, thus laying the foundation of making good 

writers. 

The expenditures of the various schools are given in the Treas- 

urer’s report, and the following remarks are made in connection 

with each school : 

ScHOOL No. rf. 
é 

This school has been under the instruction of Miss Martha J. 

Boyd for several years in succession, and always with entire satis- 

faction. The school through each term of this year was a model 

of good order and correct instruction. Industrious habits were 

inculcated and well observed by the scholars. It was evident that 

great care and attention had been given to all the studies, particu- 

larly the reading, writing and spelling. ‘The general exercises and 

the brightness of the school made a favorable impression on visit- 

ors. ‘The teacher deserves to be remembered by all friends of the 

school for her labors to raise its character and to promote its use- 

fulness. The influence she exerted over her school was of the 

highest order morally and intellectually. 

SCHOOL No. 2. 

The School Board were very fortunate in securing for this school 

the services of Miss Fannie L. Pillsbury, of Tewksbury, Mass., a 

teacher of experience, thoroughly acquainted with the latest meth- 

ods of teaching. Miss Pillsbury, although a stranger, gained at once 

the good-will of her pupils, and the hearty sympathy and co-operation 

of the parents. “Good order was secured without apparent effort 

and the interest of each pupil was maintained throughout the year. 

The untiring efforts of an intelligent and enterprising teacher re- 

sulted in securing a higher standard of scholarship and deport- 

ment. 

ScHOOL No. 3. 

Miss Nellie A Robie has had charge of this school for the past 

two years, and during the past year has fully sustained her well- 

earned and well-known reputation as a faithful teacher. Great in- 

terest was manifest in regard to reading and spelling and decided 
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improvement was made. ‘The indications of good order and per- 

manent progress were regarded as complimentary to the industry 

of the scholars and the fidelity of the teacher. 

ScHOOL NO. 4. 

During the most of the year this school has been under the in- 

struction of Miss Katie I. Wiggin of Bedford, N. H., who brought 

to her duties a natural taste for teaching and a quiet, effective 

manner and an accuracy of instruction. Her methods of disci- 

pline were good, but not severe, and the recitations of the school 

and its general progress were satisfactory. Miss Wiggin, feeling 

the need of rest, the services of Miss Lucy C. Mitchell of Nashua, 

N. H., were secured for the fall term, she being a teacher of some 

experience. Miss Mitchell was active in her movements, quick to 

perceive a faulty answer, and demanded of her scholars thoroughly 

prepared lessons. At the expiration of eight weeks, owing to ill 

health, she was obliged to resign. After a temporary rest of one 

week, Miss Wiggin was employed, who had charge of the school 

the remainder of the fall term, and the school made good pro- 

gress in studies and discipline, and at the exa nination the ‘rhe- 

torical exercises were pleasing, and deserve special mention. 

: SCHOOL No. 5. 

This School, during the entire year, was taught by Miss Hattie 

M. Whorf. ‘The work was thorough and the scholars answered all 

questions asked with an energy which showed a perfect understand- 

ing of the subject taught. ‘The classes in geography, with others 

that might be mentioned, deserve commendation for prompt reci- 

tations and good progress. ‘The school at each visit made was 

quiet and orderly and is believed to have been profitable through- 

out. 

ScHooL No. 6. 

This school was under, the instruction of Miss Mattie Coolidge 

of Chester, N. H. Miss C. was inexperienced in teaching, yet was 

well qualified for her work. She gave evidence at our first visit 

that she was no stranger to a well-regulated common school. She 
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drilled her scholars in reading in a manner that would have done 

credit to an older and more experienced teacher. ‘They were not 

allowed to hurry over their lessons, but were required to read 

slowly, mind the pauses and to emphasize the proper words ; in a 

word, to read so that those who listened to them could understand 

what they read. ‘This school is small and somewhat backward, but 

under the present arrangement of having the same amount of 

schooling that the larger schools have, it may soon take the lead. 

There were some very fine specimens of penmanship exhibited at 

the close of this school, one of which would compare favorably 

with any in town. Miss C. gained the good will and respect of 

her scholars and they made it manifest by making her a handsome 

present. 

ScHOOL No. 7. 

This school has been for the past two years under the instruc- 

tion of Miss Georgietta Knight of this town. Miss Knight is an ener- 

getic and thorough-going teacher, and is fast taking rank as one of 

the best in our schools. She has memorized the text books used, 

to such an extent, that she was enabled to lay them aside in the 

reviews and examinations, and this alone had much to do with the 

success of the school. It has a good effect upon the scholars of a 

school to know that their teacher knows momentarily whether they 

answer right or wrong, without having to look for it. ‘The classes 

in reading had made marked improvement, and all the various 

classes in mental and written arithmetic gave evidence that they 

had been systematically and correctly trained. We were pleased 

to learn that one class, at least, could define simple, annual and 

compound interest, illustrate and show the difference between them. 

This school was quiet and orderly at all times when visited. 

SCHOOL No. 8. 

This school was taught both terms by Miss Mattie E. Farnum of 

Hudson, N. H. Miss Farnum is a pleasant, mild, yet efficient and 

successful teacher. Being perfectly at home in all the studies 

taught, and having a natural ability to impart instruction, she suc- 

ceeded in interesting her scholars in their studies, and as the 
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scholars both liked and respected her the natural consequence was 

a good school. We hardly know upon which classes to bestow 

most praise. ‘There was a decided improvement in all of them. 

The reading was above the average and the advanced scholars in 

written arithmetic understood well what they had been over. ‘The 

recitations at the close of the last term were interspersed by speak- 

ing, and the larger scholars enacted a dialogue that exhibited a good 

deal of talent in that direction.

Miss C.’s 

methods of instruction were commendable. [very scholar in 

arithmetic promptly repeated the question, then step by step giv- 

ing explanations, results, the reasons why and then recapitulation. 

The scholars at both examinations were quiet and studious. We 

did not notice but very few individual failures at the closing ex- 

amination. —
