Annual Report of School Board. 

To the Citizens of North Hampton: 

We submit this annual report to you with the feeling that 
with you there is a constant growth of interest in the welfare 
of the schools, manifest in the general tone of the public in  re- 
gard to all educational matters; in a lessening tendency to 
criticise without cause; in a desire to know more of the school 
work by acquaintance with the teachers and school rooms, and 
by a commendable willingness to raise all needful money for 
the support of schools. We believe you want the best work 
possible and that yuu recognize the fact that to have it you 
must have well paid and experienced teachers. 

We have endeavored to give the schoois such teachers as is 
in keeping with your increased interest and the growing de- 
mands of the age in which we live. 
Were it not that conformity to law requires this report, it 
might not seem duly modest on the part of your committee to 
speak as fully as we shall of the merits of the wors of the past 
school year. Your schools have been fortunate in that there 
has been occasion for very few changes of teachers. 

Mr. Will D. Tillson of Mansfield, Mass., has continued in 
his work, at the Center Grammar School, to merit the strong 
words of approval that we gave him in our last annual report. 
He has taken great pains with his scholars and is io the full 
sense of the words a popular and successful teacher, one who 
has character and ability. 

Miss Margaret Higgins of Standish, Me., at the East Gram- 
mar has been equally successful in her work—genial, quick of 
thought and action; able to awaken enthusiasin in her pupils, 
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she has caused them to make excellent progress. Her room 
has been a model of neatness and good order. 

Miss Alice J. Sawyer of Peterboro, N. H., taught the spring 
term at the East Primary. She gained many friends and 
worked very hard in the school room; her weak point was 
lack of discipline, preventing that thorouga work and progress 
that we wished for the school. With a smaller school, we 
think, she would have been more successful. She was kind of 
heart and interested in each scholar; her personal influence in 
the community was helpful. 

Miss Emma H. Dame of Farmington, N. H. followed Miss 
Sawyer, and there has been marked progress, good order, good 
methods, studious children, a school fully meeting our expecta- 
tions and approval. 

Miss Alice V. Currier of Middleton, Mass., was at the Cen- 
ter Primary during the spring term, afterward resigning to at- 
tend Boston University. She was constantly developing as a 
teacher—her work, which has always met our approval, grow- 
ing better and better, and we parted with her with many re- 
grets. She is one of the best primary teachers we have ever 
employed. 

Miss Gertrude Robinson of South Gardner, Mass., took the 
place made vacant by Miss Currier’s resignation. She at 
once gained the good will of the children aud for two terms 
she has by the best of methods and a devoted interest in her 
work, kept the school up to a high standard. 

Without an exception oir teachers have exerted a strong in- 
fluence in the town and upon their scholars for good—helping 
to develop noble characters. Our teachers, while firm in dis- 
cipline, have been just and kind. 

Increased attention has been given to written examinations 
in our schools and its value has been very apparent, the practi- 
cal results being such as to prove that the time spent in con- 
nection with them is as well employed as that devoted to any 
other exercise. No school can do the best aud most practical 
work without them. ‘They are an accurate test of the scholar’s 
progress and also of the teacher’s ability as shown in the 
preparation of the questions. 

The ranking system has received more attention and the 
marks show that the deportment of the scholars, as a rule, has 
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stood well and as regards scholarship there has been an im- 
provement. ‘The fact that, with hardly an exception, those 
scholars who have gone this year and ‘former years to other 
places to higher schools have passed good examinations on 
entering, proves that our schools have been efficient. 

We commend the teachers for the attention they have given 
to calisthenics as tending to relieve the monotony of continuous 
study and recitations and as conducive to healthful develop- 
ment of the body. 

Declamations and compositions have been required and with 
good results; Friday a’ternoon exercises have been largely in 

this line. School life is not as tiresome because of the variety 
of exercises that are adopted in these days—particularly is this 
noticeable in primary work. 

Music has received attention in all the schools. We ask 
you to grant such an appropriation at the next school meeting 
as will enable the purch se of a much needed organ for the 
East Primary department. 

The Center Grammar has been smaller in numbers during 
the fall and winter than for many years, quite a number having 
completed their school life and others having passed to higher 
schools. We find a commendable care is taken by most schol- 
ars of the books. and there is very litle waste of other supplies. 
The cost of the free text-book system for the year has been 
only $128.64, being 91 cents per scholar. 

We desire to call your attention to the crowded condition of 
the primary school room at the Ceiter. Forty-four chil- 
dren were in that room in the fall. Its size is far too small for 
that number, as regards health or convenience. In its present 
condition, even half a dozen visitors cannot be properly seated 
and there is no suitable space for class recitations. We hope 
in the near future that satisfactory arrangements may be made 
with the Trustees of Centennial Hall whereby the room may 
be enlarged, giving better light and air, as well as room for 
class recitations and more seats and desks for the children, 
who must soon attend that school. Whenever the proper time 
comes you will be asked for an appropriation suitable to meet 
the expense. 
A very successful entertainment was given by the Center 

schools, February 12th, at which over forty-five dollars was 
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taken. After paying all expenses they were able to purchase 
a supply of dumb-bells and eight volumes of Chambers’ New 
Encyclopedia: these books of reference will prove of great 
value to the scholars. 

We trust the town at its annual meeting will vote to accept 
the offer of the State in regard to the establishment of a town 
library, by making the necessary appropriation of twenty-five 
dollars, and thus securing one hundred dollars from the State. 
We believe a library once established would prove, as it grows 
fiom year to year, of ever increasing value, not only to the 
adult portion of our population, but also to the older scholars 
in your schools. 

The winter term at the Center closes March 11; - at the East 
March 18. 

The spring term at all the schools will commence April 11. 
Thanking you for your co-operation with teachers and with 

us in the school work, we ask you to continue your interest in 
the educational welfare of the town.
